UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Teamwork

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period

MATERIALS:
Scissors (one per group), tape dispenser (one per group), several copies of a box pattern (on next page), construction paper
PROCEDURE:

1. Divide class into groups of four.  Each group will be competing to make the greatest number of quality boxes.

2. Give each group one pair of scissors and one tape dispenser, several sheets of construction or heavy weight paper, and a box pattern.

3. Each round will last for six minutes.  Have each group set a goal for the number of products that they think they will be able to make in the allotted time (minimum of three boxes).  One person in each group will be the pattern maker (cut the box out), one person will be the creaser (fold the box), one person will be the adhesion tender (tape the box together), and the fourth person will be the supervisor.  The supervisor may not assist in the actual assembly, but he/she may give directions and advice.

4. After six minutes, count the number of quality boxes (teacher is quality control technician).  Did the groups meet their goals?

5. For the second round, again have groups set goals.  As the students begin explain that sometimes machines break (take away the scissors from one group for one minute); sometimes there is a shortage of supplies (take away the tape from a different group for one minute); sometimes employees are late (have one worker from another group sit out for one minute); and sometimes people are fired (one employee from another group sits out for the entire round).  After one minute, return the factories to ideal conditions, except for the fired employee – he/she does not return.

6. After six minutes, again count the number of quality boxes.  Ask students how their factory was affected by adversity.  Did it influence production?  Compare the production of the first and second rounds.
