UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One to two class periods

MATERIALS:
Paper and pencil, colored pencils, activity sheet handout
PROCEDURE:

1. Discuss manufacturing with students.  Explain that manufacturing is the process of using raw materials products that people can use.  Have students name examples of products that they use that are manufactured.

2. Help students define prototype–an original model on which a manufactured product is patterned.  It is the first full scale, and usually, working form of a new type or design of a construction.

3. Go over the steps of the manufacturing process, which are listed on the following page.

4. Explain to students that they will be designing a new product, writing a market survey for the product, and explaining the rationale or uses and benefits of the product.

ENRICHMENT:
If time permits, allow students to create a three-dimensional model of the product.

Manufacturing Process

Step 1

Research the market to find out what the consumers want.

Step 2

Design the product to be manufactured.

Step 3

Develop a prototype of the product so it can be tested.

Step 4

Test the prototype to make certain it will be a good product.

Step 5

Order all materials, parts, and supplies for the product.

Step 6

Assemble the parts of the product on the assembly line.

Step 7

Finish the product.

Step 8

Ship the product to the markets where it is to be sold.
