UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Teamwork, SCANS

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One to two class periods

MATERIALS:
1-inch safety pins (10 per pin), blue seed beads (20 per pin), white seed beads (33 per pin), red seed beads (37 per pin), needle nose pliers
PROCEDURE:

1. Determine how many pins you will manufacture and the price for which you will sell each pin.

2. Set up your stations as indicated below in assembly line fashion.

3. Go over the directions for each station in the assembly line.

Station 1
(Two persons) Starting with the first safety pin, open the clasp and thread five blue beads.  Close the clasp and pass to Station 2.

Station 2
(Two persons) Gently open the clasp and thread one red bead, one white bead, one red bead, one white bead, and one red bead (five beads total).  Close the clasp and pass to Station 5.

Station 3
(Three persons) Open the clasp on a new pin and thread alternating white and red beads, starting with white, until there are ten beads on the pin.  Close the clasp and pass the pin to Station 4.

Station 4
Gently open the spring loop of an unthreaded pin using the needle nose pliers. Thread the bases of four red and white threaded pins onto the pin. Close the clasp and pass the pin to Station 5.

Station 5
Open the clasp and thread the bases of four red, white and blue threaded pins onto the pin.  Close the clasp.  Close the spring loop of the pin with the needle nose pliers.
