Classic Promotions

NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.

ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration, Teamwork

APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods

MATERIALS:
White paper, colored pencils, completed English literature assignment

PROCEDURE:

1. Every student is familiar with the products that are mass-produced to promote a new movie, a new television show, or a new book.  Have students brainstorm some of the product lines that are current or recent fads.
2. Work with the English teacher to obtain a list of stories or novels that students have completed in English.

3. Divide the students into small groups and assign each group a “literature” piece (or allow them to choose their own) for which they will develop a new line of promotional products.

4. Make sure that students identify the main characters, the themes, and main events (plots) for their work.

5. Instruct students to develop a line of products that include at least three different types of items (poster, toy, notepaper, lunch box, etc.) and a plan to introduce it to the public.

6. Have students present their promotional plans and the illustrations or models of their new product line to the rest of the class. 

ENRICHMENT:
This type of activity could be just as easily integrated with several different subject areas.
