UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period

MATERIALS:
Calculators (optional–spreadsheet software), activity handout, pencil
PROCEDURE:

1. Discuss careers that require math skills.  Have students explain specific ways that math skills are used in marketing jobs.

2. Discuss the terms spreadsheet, marketing, revenue, and profit.

3. If you choose to use computer spreadsheets, show students how to set up a spreadsheet and use formulas/functions to make calculations.

4. Give each student a copy of the attached activity sheet.

5. Instruct students to follow the directions, giving assistance as needed.  Students may use calculators if needed.

ENRICHMENT:
Have students collect similar data relating to products that they purchase on a regular basis (coke, pens, pencils, candy, etc.).  For each product sold (determine an average price), have students conduct a survey to find the number of students that have purchased the product within a certain time period.  Have students compute the total revenue from the sales among the students surveyed.
