UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period

MATERIALS:
Assorted items: buttons, screws, nails, beads, paper clips, rubber bands, markers (multiple sets), etc.
PROCEDURE:

1. When products are sent to a distributor before being sent to the retail/wholesale store, it is very important to keep an accurate count of all the merchandise. 

2. Set up the room with different stations.  At each station, have one or more items that must be inventoried.  Have students list the name and description of the item, count the number of items and record it on their inventory list.

3. Have one or two stations where items not only must be counted, but they must also be sorted, i.e., markers, large paper clips, small paper clips.

4. Have students travel to each station, perform the inventory count, record the information and move to the next station.  Do not go to the next station until the previous group has completed their count.

5. You may want to have students starting at different stations, but caution them to be careful to record their count in the correct space.

6. When every group has completed the inventory, compare amounts to see if the counts are all in agreement.  If not, the inventory on those items must be completed again.

ENRICHMENT:
Have students help you complete an inventory of classroom equipment, instructional supplies, and instructional resources.
