UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration, Teamwork

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One to two class periods

MATERIALS:
Paper and pencil
PROCEDURE:

1. Following and giving oral directions is an important skill for people who work in transportation careers.  Frequently these directions involve mathematical terms.
2. Divide students into teams of two.

3. Have each team make a map of the school or school grounds.

4. Each team should select one destination on the map where they want their classmates to meet.

5. Using only clues that involve measurement and numerical terms, give clues that lead to the designated position.  Example:  walk 200 yards in a straight line, turn right and make a 90-degree angle, etc.

6. Have teams take turns trying to reach the designated location.  The team that reaches the location first is declared the winner.

ENRICHMENT:
Have the students create a map of their neighborhood or town.  Follow the same procedure, but allow students to use other descriptors without naming specific businesses, streets, or landmarks.  Let other students see if they can guess the destination.
