Travel Brochure

You are a travel agent and you are to design a travel brochure to give out/display  at your travel agency. This brochure will describe a vacation package you are trying to sell to your customers.  You choose the destination to try to sell.  
ON THE FRONT: 
Put the name of the city or destination the vacation will take place.  Also draw and color a picture representing that city or place.  It has to be a real place and somewhere people would want to vacation.  You can use theme parks, hunting trips, countries, or cities. (10 points= Picture: 5 pts., Name: 5 pts.)

INSIDE:

You are to answer the following questions in PARAGRAPH FORMAT, USING COMPLETE SENTENCES.  DO NOT write the following questions inside your travel brochure, just include the answers in your paragraphs.  Remember, you are trying to sell this vacation package to someone.  Be very descriptive, make it sound appealing!  USE ONE PARAGRAPH PER QUESTION…..YOU SHOULD HAVE 5 PARAGRAPHS!!!!!  Fill up both the left and right side of the inside of your brochure.  (*The above instructions are worth a total of 20 points!)
1. How long will they stay?  Or how long will the trip be for? (10 points)

2. Where will they be staying? *  (hotel, cabin, etc.) Describe! (20 points) 

3. What can they do in this city/place.  Describe at least 2 activities they can do while they are there. This does not include things they can do at their hotel such as swimming at the hotel. (20 points)
4. How will they get there?  (airplane, car, etc.) (10 points)

5. How much will this vacation cost?  Be realistic.  Tell what this price includes (meals, hotel, airfare, etc.) (10 points)





*The destination has to be real but you may make up hotel names and any other characteristics of 



the vacation.

BACK:

Write your name, date, class period, and assignment name (TRAVEL BROCHURE) in the upper right corner.

10 points will be subtracted for everyday that the travel brochure is late!
