MATERIALS:

PROCEDURE:

1. Many teachers have students do “mock interviews” as a way of teaching this competency.

2. Give students a list of common interview questions the day before beginning this assignment.  Instruct them to write answers to the questions in their own words and in complete sentences.

3. The next day, select several students at random to participate in mock interviews.  You may have them put their assignments in a box and draw the names of the participants.

4. Have a table and chairs set up at the front of the classroom.  Find someone to conduct the interview, or conduct it yourself.  Have someone video the interviews.

5. Play the interviews and have students write down suggestions for improvement.  For each suggested improvement, have students also indicate something else the student did well in doing the interview.
