Demonstrate positive on-the-job procedures & behaviors
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Teamwork, SCANS
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period or less
MATERIALS:
None
PROCEDURE:

1. Read through the commands on the following page and have students demonstrate the actions.

2. Select one student to be the “captain.”

3. Instruct captain to call out different commands.  

4. Eliminate students who do not follow commands.

5. The “captain” continues to change commands until one student remains.

6. The one remaining student becomes “captain” and begins the process again.

ENRICHMENT:
Ask students to summarize in writing the importance of teamwork and following directions for success in the workplace.

SHIPS AND CAPTAINS

COMMANDS

· Ships–Turn to the right
· Sailors–Turn to the left
· Captain’s coming–Stand at attention, right hand on brow
· At ease–Hands clasped at back, feet slightly apart
· Three men rowing–Groups of three sit together rowing and singing “Row Your Boat”
· Hit the deck–Person lays down on floor quickly
· Man overboard–One person gets down on all fours.  Other person puts foot on back lightly and puts hand over brow looking for lost man
· Four men eating–Groups of four sit in square, “chowing down”
· Five men on lookout–Groups of five stand with right hand pointing up to form teepee.
· Shark attack–Turn in circle 
· Seasick–Each person holds hand over stomach and wretches (gags)
