NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Starting Your Own Business
TASK:

Define terms related to starting a personal business.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration, Teamwork
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period
MATERIALS:
Research resources, paper and pencil
PROCEDURE:

1. Divide the class into eight teams (same as the number of terms).  If you have additional terms that you want the students to know, adjust the number of teams to match.

2. Assign each team one of the terms.

3. Each team is to use the resources available to find “real world or living examples” of the term.  For example, whom can they identify as having the quality of persistence?

4. When they have identified three or four examples, have students prepare a brief skit or presentation that will help the rest of the class understand the term in the context of everyday life.

ENRICHMENT:
Have students identify people in their own communities who are examples of the terms that are introduced in this unit.
