TASK:

7.2
Identify advantages and disadvantages of being an entrepreneur
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Non-Traditional, Multi-cultural, Integration
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One to two class periods
MATERIALS:
Research resources, paper and pencil, list of famous entrepreneurs
PROCEDURE:

1. Assign students a partner to work with.

2. Show students the list of famous entrepreneurs.  Allow students to choose an entrepreneur from the list to find out more about them. 

3. Have students find out biographical information as well as information about the individual’s business.  

4. Encourage students to include little known facts about the business or individual and questions they would ask them if they were able to.

5. What kinds of hardships did the individual face as he/she was establishing the business?  Do you think they would do it again if they had to start over?

6. Have students share the information they found with the rest of the class.

ENRICHMENT:
It’s very important that students see a diverse example of entrepreneurs.  Get suggestions from the web or from other teachers, but make certain that women and minorities are well represented in your list.
