TASK:

7.3
Define personality traits that lead to success as an entrepreneur.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Teamwork, Technology
APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods
MATERIALS:
Computers with desktop publishing software, community resources and information about the business, recreation, education opportunities in your local area
PROCEDURE:

1. Divide students into small groups.

2. Tell students that they are employees of the local Chamber of Commerce.  Does anyone know what the Chamber of Commerce is?  

3. Their assignment is to create a brochure on the computer that advertises the benefits and advantages of locating a business in your community.

4. Encourage students to include the things that make your community special.  You may want to give extra credit to the groups that interview a long time-resident of the community if they include a quote from the interviewee in their brochure.

5. Include at least five different attractions in your community or nearby that would convince someone to open a business in that area.

ENRICHMENT:
Invite a member of the chamber to your classroom and present him/her with the student created brochures.
