Recruitment Day

TASK:

Identify education/training options following high school
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Teamwork, SCANS
APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods
MATERIALS:
Research resources (including Internet), computers, posters or project boards for displays
PROCEDURE:

1. Divide students into five groups.  Assign each group a different “pathway” for the transition from high school to real life.  Include the following pathways:

a. Post-secondary (including college, community, or technical schools)

b. Military

c. Workforce

d. Apprenticeship & Internship

e. Self-employment & Entrepreneurship

2. Tell each group that it is responsible for preparing a recruitment presentation that will advise students of the advantages of that pathway to help them gain the knowledge and skills that will help them get the jobs they want.

3. In addition to the advantages for each pathway, the presentations should include relevant facts, options, highlights, pictures, and contact information for the students who are interested in a particular pathway.

4. Encourage students to not only research the Internet for information, but to also contact “real” organizations that recruit high school graduates for these different fields.

5. Give students time to prepare a five-to ten-minute recruitment presentation or skit to present to the rest of the class. 

ENRICHMENT:
Consider inviting representatives from local colleges, technical schools, military recruitment offices, local businesses, and apprenticeship or internship programs to speak to your class.
