The student will be provided with an opportunity to identify and explore the sixteen occupational clusters to achieve a broad understanding of the world of work.

The student will be provided with an opportunity to concentrate individual study on clusters and/or jobs related to personal interest and aptitudes.

The student will be provided with an opportunity to research job information to learn about duties, educational requirements, training, salary, and other pertinent job-related factors.

The student will be provided with the opportunity to train in decision-making skills thereby establishing a method for continuing occupational decision-making throughout life.

The student will be provided with an opportunity to learn and develop acceptable employability skills.

The student will be provided an opportunity to acquire an awareness of available educational training and resources both academically and vocationally.

The student will be provided with an opportunity to develop a flexible career and educational plan for high school that would provide an option to pursue various gateways for further education and/or training.
