Eighth Grade Teachers

This year the eighth grade students at Pottsville Middle Grades will be participating in the Job Shadow Day on ___________________.  This is a nationwide effort to provide young people an up-close look at the world of work.  On Job Shadow Day the students will go to a business and shadow an individual or group for the day.  The experience demonstrates the connection between academics and career, motivates students to apply themselves and stay in school, and introduces students to requirements of professions and industries.

Two factors play a major role in the success of the Job Shadow Day program at Pottsville Middle Grades.  These are administrative support and parent involvement.  Shadowing provides the ideal parent-community-school partnership.

The Career Orientation students are responsible for establishing their own shadowing activity.  Parents assume full responsibility for setting up the shadowing experience and for transportation.  They also assume any liability for their student during this day.  A written assignment is completed and students report to the class about their day at work. This method has proven to be “teacher friendly” and has enable large numbers of students to shadow with a minimum of teacher involvement at other schools. 

Even though the students will not be attending our school on this day they will be participating in an event that should be important in their lives.
